MINUTES
MOORE TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING
February 7, 2024

· The meeting was called to order by Supervisor, Sid Thompson at 7:00 pm.

· Board members present:  Sid Thompson, Curt Haskin, Keith Rudy, Lesli Billot and Naysa Heilig

· Minutes were approved as amended.

· A motion was made by Haskin, seconded by Rudy to receive the Treasurer’s report. Motion carried.  

· Fire Report- The cabinet was ordered and cost $1191, it was delivered but still needs to be installed.

· Zoning-no zoning report given. 

· Commissioner Heberling reported that Bill Grey is back on the DTF board and Lisa Kenny has been appointed to the Brownfield board. Final approval was made on the master plan and it passed. There has also been approval to purchase a new truck for the recycling center, the current one is out of service. The park board is moving forward on obtaining a grant for a kayak site and putt putt golf at Evergreen park. There have been a few changed made on the animal shelter to help bring the cost down. 

· Sewer report- Matt reported that the discharge report was sent in and he has corrected the autodialer list. Next month will be time for discharge. Thompson has spoken to Terpenning about the plugged tube.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

OLD BUSINESS: 
· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Heilig, to purchase 10 new chairs for the boardroom table and office. The cost is $285 each from ULINE and will be purchased using ARPA funds. Motion carried.

· A motion was made by Billot, seconded by Thompson, to open a savings account at Team One Credit Union and also open a 12 month CD for $59, 031. 60. Both Treasurer Billot and Clerk Heilig will be on the accounts.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Billot, to increase Township Board and Zoning Administrator salaries by 15% rounded up to the nearest 10. The new amounts will come into effect with the next fiscal year, starting in April. The new totals will be: Supervisor $7000, Clerk and Treasurer $13,000, Deputies $720, Trustees $4600 and Zoning Administrator $4600. Motion carried.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Heilig, to approve the purchase agreement from DTE for a streetlight at Elmer in the amount of $1,369.02. The monthly light bill should be approximately $20. Elmer Township has agreed to pay half for the pole and half for the light but Moore will be in charge of the billing and will bill Elmer accordingly. Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Thompson reported that he submitted a recommendation for John Brinker to the a Citizen of Local Choice for Lisa McLain’s office. John will give Thompson a short biography to submit

· The new pedestal for absentee ballots will be put in by the trustees. It will be located just outside the main township office doors, on the north side.

· The Board of Review meeting dates are Monday March 11 from 9am-3pm and Wednesday March 13 from 3pm-9pm.

· A motion was made by Billot, seconded by Haskin, to approve the brine contract for 2024 for a total of $19,425. Motion carried.

· Thompson reported that Earl Mulls house sold again.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Heilig, to approve a ditch/culvert agreement on Vatter road for the projected cost of $1300. The culvert is 30-36”, so the price depends on what they have to use. Motion carried.

· There was a question about raising the planning commission wages. 

· Chuck Thompson asked if the board would consider a 3rd brining.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Haskin to approve payment of checks.
