

MINUTES
MOORE TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING
April 1, 2026
· The meeting was called to order by Supervisor, Sid Thompson at 7:00 pm.

· Board members present:  Sid Thompson, Keith Rudy, Curt Haskin, Lesli Billot, and Debby Morden. Absent: Naysa Heilig

· Minutes were approved as read.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Rudy to receive the Treasurer’s report. Motion carried.  

· Fire report-there were 4 no runs in March

· Zoning- There were 2 permits issued, one to Monica Hartley (Fleming) to have a shed moved and one to Chip Brown at 1650 Frieberger Road for a new shed. There were 2 violations at M46 and M19 for signs being in the right of way.

· Commissioner Heberling was absent, no report given.

· Sewer report- Harris reported that he will be discharging the sewer next week.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
· Dee Buniack had questions about the sewer

OLD BUSINESS: 
· There was discussion concerning the blight at 1431, the township will clean it up if the owner does not.  The taxes have not been paid at 1592, so the property is in foreclosure.

· The Par Plan Grant needs a resolution for video security. A motion was made by Thompson, supported by Billot to approve RSI Audio/Video Security to install a complete camera system for a total cost of $2800. Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Brian Nelson has concerns about his property being zoned industrial instead of commercial. He has been to the Board of Review several times since 2003 and it wasn’t corrected.  It has been changed to commercial as of March 10, Barb Cutcher will be contacted for more information.

· A motion was made by Thompson, supported by Rudy to approve a property line adjustment on West Eddy Road for Haskin Farms. Motion carried.

· A motion was made by Thompson, supported by Billot to approve replacement of a culvert by the Road Commission on Bulgrien Road for $1116.64. Motion carried.

· Cody Ross from the Road commission reported that there are 2 culverts in need of repair by Mushroom Road. 

· A motion was made by Thompson, supported by Billot to approve 2 contracts from the Road Commission, the first for brush spraying and the 2nd for gravel patching. Motion carried. All agreements were signed and given to Ross.

· Matt Grabitz from the Road Commission reported that the Townline Road project will cost around $200,000. $50,000 would be paid by the Road Commission and the rest would be taken care of by the townships.

· A motion was made by Thompson, supported by Billot to approve the ITC well lease agreement for the fire department for $50 per year. Motion carried

· Chuck Thompson got a 10 yard dumpster for the cemetery to be used during clean up.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
· There was discussion about cemetery clean up and decorations on graves. 

·  A motion was made by Thompson, supported by Haskin, to approve the payment of bills.
