MINUTES
MOORE TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING
June 5, 2024

· The meeting was called to order by Supervisor, Sid Thompson at 7:00 pm.

· Board members present:  Sid Thompson, Curt Haskin, Keith Rudy, Lesli Billot and Naysa Heilig

· Minutes were approved as amended.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Rudy to receive the Treasurer’s report. Motion carried.  Treasurer Billot reported that there is a CD renewal coming up on June 22, 2024.

· Fire Report- There were 4 calls last month, 2 medical assists, 1 personal injury and 1 assist to Argyle for a structure fire. 21 burn permits were issued last month, as well.

· Zoning-3 verbal permits were issued. One to John Northrup for a 16’x24’ porch on the back of his house, one to Martin Meats for a building and one to Wes and Renata Brown for a 4’x8’ porch on the front of their house and a 24’x36’ attached garage. Jeff Heronomus put up a building with no permits on Urban Road, there has been no word on the other issues that have been sent to the county regarding building permits.

· Commissioner Heberling reported that on June 19th, the 4 corners in Sandusky will be shut down. See report for more details.

· Sewer report-Matt reported that discharge is finished and sampling has passed. He has been in contact with EGLE twice about it draining more slowly than it should be. Matt is going to be doing some sampling around the areas of concern to see where the problems are coming from with the phosphorus levels. Thompson will be weed spraying the lagoon this month, Matt has weed whacked in the meantime.

A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Billot to purchase a Vega Transducer for the sewer. The total will be around $4000. ARPA funds will be used for this purchase. Motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
· Carl Gerstenberger expressed concern about using the ARPA funds for things that only benefit a smaller number of people in the township. 

· Dave Schmidt wanted to know what was going on for Townline Road. Thompson reported that there is going to be a meeting between Moore, Custer, Haskins, Weavers and the Road Commission to discuss the rebuild

OLD BUSINESS: 
· CREO- there were not enough signatures gathered to put local control on the ballot for November. If the Township does not comply with the states guidelines, we will forfeit our rights to any permit fees for wind and solar. 

· Thompson met with Hearsch about the blight ordinance. He has written a letter that will go in the tax bills going out soon.

· There has been no word on the Elmer street light.

· A rewording of the orginal Poverty Exemption Guidelines was presented by Thompson.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Wednesday July 17th at 7pm will be the public accuracy test.

· There is a picnic table at the park that is completely broken and 7 tables that need to be repaired. Rudy reported that he has access to items that could be used to fix them. The tables also need to be painted. Brandon Gerstenberger reported that the company he works for in Snover, ADM, is looking to help the community and might be interested in purchasing or helping fix the tables. Billot offered to contact the work crew from the jail to see if they would be available to help in this area.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Rudy to accept the Gravel Agreement from the Road Commission for 7000 tons at $9.30 per ton. Motion carried

PUBLIC COMMENT:

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Haskin to approve payment of checks.
