MINUTES
MOORE TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING
September 6, 2023

· The meeting was called to order by Supervisor, Sid Thompson at 7:00 pm.

· Board members present:  Sid Thompson, Curt Haskin, Keith Rudy, Lesli Billot, and Naysa Heilig.

· Minutes were approved as amended.

· A motion was made by Haskin, seconded by Rudy to receive the Treasurer’s report. Motion carried. 

· Fire Report- there was 1 assist to Marlette and they were able to use the new unit on a wheat fire.

· Zoning Administrator Lesecki was absent, but sent a report. Marcus Zimmerman wants to build a chicken barn that will be approximately 100x500 for 50,000 laying hens. They will be able to free range and the manure will be stored inside. Brackens are building a 72x96 pole barn and Brian Martin is building a 16x20 mushroom barn. 

· Commissioner Heberling was present, see report for detail.

· Sewer report- There are people inquiring about hunting geese at the lagoon again this year. They will be instructed not to leave their shotgun shells. A motion was made by Thompson, 2nd by Billot to approve Gary Gerstenbergers son-in-law, Chris Morrish, to participate in waterfowl control at the lagoon, as long as they pick up the shells. Motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
· Chuck Thompson asked about brine, Sid has been calling Jeff and we are next on the list. Next week they will be grading and brining.

· Ruthann reported that she has still been picking up trash and that north of Jacobs property, animal control needs to come out because there is a large amount of cats in that area.

· Joyce asked about the blight person from Huron County. He was supposed to be in attendance tonight but didn’t come.

OLD BUSINESS: 
· The Lazarus cemetery agreement that was approved last month was signed and the 50% down will be sent so that they can record the cemetery information and take photos at the cemetery soon.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Thompson made a motion, seconded by Heilig to rent the acreage in front of the Lagoon to Brandon Gerstenberger. It will be a 5 year contract at $100 per year. Motion carried. Brandon is going to pay up front for the 5 years, the contract will go from October 1st 2023-2028

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Haskin to approve generator maintenance being done by Blank Electric on all generators. Motion carried. The generator at the Washington pump station is not working. Mice had chewed through everything. Blanks will be fixing it.

· Thompson shared that there is a risk reduction grant for $5000 available to apply for.

· Thompson has asked the trustees to make a road and ditch report of all the roads in the township. They will divide them up accordingly.

· A motion was made by Heilig, seconded by Haskin to approve joining the county for the 9 day early voting. Motion carried. A draft of the contract will be coming in the next month or so.

· Heilig reported that the Public Accuracy test for the upcoming election will be on Novemeber 1st at 6:30pm, before the township meeting.

· A motion was made by Billot, seconded by Thompson to remove the O&M portion of the bill for 1281 Main Street. Motion carried.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Haskin to approve payment of checks.
