· The meeting was called to order by Supervisor, Sid Thompson at 7:00 pm.

· Board members present:  Sid Thompson, Keith Rudy, Curt Haskin, Lesli Billot, and Naysa Heilig

· Minutes were approved as amended

· A motion was made by Haskin, seconded by Rudy to receive the Treasurer’s report. Motion carried.  

· Fire report-there was 1 assist to EMS (August) and 1 lift assist (September)

· Zoning- Lasecki reported on the decision for the David Krueger property and the addition of a small dwelling to be used by his mother-in-law. See report for more details. There will be a ZBA meeting on September 17th.

· Commissioner Heberling reported that there was an emergency generator repair and vehicle repair for the inmate transport van last month. There is landscaping a tree removal being done at the Health Department, it will be paid for out of ARPA funds.

· Sewer report- Harris reported that he will be checking the ammonia levels shortly. There has been no news about the generator at the time of the meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

OLD BUSINESS: 
· Thompson reported that he tried to access the Parplan Grant but couldn’t find it.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Heilig to rescind the approval for Brandon Gerstenberger to pasture his cattle on part of the lagoon property after some discussion with EGLE. Thompson will contact Gerstenberger with the decision. Motion passed.

· Thompson reported that 8 more blight letters have gone out, for a total of 16. There has been no response from at least 2 of the letters, Thompson will contact the attorney to see what the next step is. The rest of the residents contacted have all made steps to comply with the ordinance or are moving in that direction.

· Heilig reported that there is a Cemetery QR code available for people to look up gravesites and specific names at the cemetery. This can be posted at the hall, on the website and at the cemetery.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Sandusky will be hosting a Citizen planner class. There was discussion about which people would benefit from this. There are in person and online options and there are possibly grants available.

· Carl Gerstenberger will be joining the Planning Commission on a temporary basis.





· A motion was made by Billot, seconded by Haskin to approve Brandon Gerstenberger’s snow removal bid of $70 per push at the hall and $30 per push at the pump stations, which is the same as last year. Motion carried.

· Thompson brought up discussion on Updating the Civil Infraction Ordinance. The charges need to be updated but will be tabled until next month pending more research.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
· Joyce Hagan commented on the gravel patching being done in the Township and Chuck Thompson wanted to know if that means there will be a 3rd brine soon. Thompson discussed that being done by mid to late September.

· A motion was made by Thompson, seconded by Haskin to approve payment of bills.
