· Commissioner Heberling was present, see report for detail. There was discussion again about getting a light at the corner of M-19 and M-46 and about getting blinking stop signs. 

· Sewer report- Jeff Balhoff submitted a 4 year permit for Snover wastewater for $75. There was discussion about the rodent damage to the generator and if there was a warranty on it.

· Joyce asked about sign replacement for all the Smeckert Road signs, they are spelled incorrectly.

· The GFL bill has been overcharged, Thompson has been in contact with them pertaining to this. 

· Brandon Gerstenberger signed the lease and paid for the Land Lease as agreed upon in September.

· There was discussion about blight enforcement. The township supervisor would write up the initial notice, then the police deliver it. There will be more discussion with Sheriff Rich.
